I can tell you itôs no 

easy task, let alone doing it as a single mom. I am 

fortunate enough to have an incredibly supportive 

husband (aka derby widow).  Now add in school and a 

booming business career and you have my life. My name 

is Men Oô Nitemare and I am part of the ref squad on the 

Dutchland Derby Rollers. 

 

A typical day for this derby do- it-all mom starts at 6:15 

am and ends somewhere around midnight. I work Monday 

through Friday as a manager for an ISO based quality 

control system. My typical day consists of controlled 

document revisions, internal auditing, and various 

meetings on business deviation practices. I am proud of 

my career -- itôs taking off for me and I am very thankful 

for that-- but burying yourself in standard operating 

procedures can leave a girl very restless. Derby comes in 

really handy. Where else can I let it all go and be as over 

the top as I want; certainly not at work. The tricky part to 

my life is finding a happy medium between my day life 

and my derby life. I usually squeeze everything in after 

work, and I spend most of my weekend playing catch up 

for the past week. I try to spend quality time with my 

husband and son so they donôt forget what I look like. I 

find just taking the time to sit down and talk is the easiest 

way to show you care. I study (I take Penn State classes 

on Business Management) on non-derby nights after my 

son goes to bed. Sleep is not plentiful; but thatôs just the 

way it is. Iôll just have to sleep later. I am lucky enough to 

have an over- achieving husband who likes to cook, 

without him, I would live off of cereal, perogies and take 

out. Some days itôs really hard to muster up the energy to 

go to practice, but my love of the game is what keeps me 

going back. Unfortunately, my bad knees have forced me 

to retire from blocking, but I try to give the same 

enthusiasm to reffing as I did to skating. So far so good! 

My only real advice is to keep family first, you second, 

derby third. Everything else will fall into place.  

 

Roller derby is great fun and even better exercise. I 

thoroughly enjoy the motley crew of women in 

Dutchland; they have enriched my life in so many ways. 

Through roller derby I have gained confidence where 

there was none, laughter even on a bad day, and a realistic 

vision of beauty that you cannot find in a Cosmopolitan  

magazine.  Roller derby is more than fishnets and hip 

checks; itôs womanhood at its finest. Thank you 

Dutchland, you are an inspiration to me and I love you all.
